Section 4.14 Soccer-Women
4.14
Days and Times of Contest: Games will be played on Tuesdays and Fridays.  The contest will start at 3 p.m.  Where facilities are available, night games may be scheduled by mutual consent of playing teams.  In case of a conflict with a men’s game the men’s  team will play at 1:00 p.m. during even numbered years and the women will play  at 1:00 p.m. during odd numbered years.   Exceptions will be approved by the Commissioner.

4.142
Rules: FIFA laws will govern soccer competition with the following exceptions:

A.
There shall be unlimited substitutions and an unlimited number of players on each squad.

B.
Any player/coach ejected from a conference game (red-carded) must leave the field and general area of the game.  They will not be in site of the field or in contact with anyone associated with the game.  If a player/coach fails to comply, the referee may terminate the game and the opposing team will win by forfeiture.

C.
A player/coach who is ejected (red-carded) in a conference game is suspended from competition for the next scheduled conference game or post season contest.  All red cards will be reported by both coaches to their Athletic Directors after the game.  Athletic Directors then will be responsible to inform the Athletic Director of the next opponent.  Red cards must also be reported to the Orange Empire Conference women’s soccer representative.


D.
If a player/coach is ejected twice (in a conference game), he/she is suspended from further competition during the next two (2) conference games.  Two ejections or violent acts (verbal or physical abuse) constitutes elimination for the season.

E.
Before each conference game, each coach will exchange legible team rosters.  A copy of the roster will also be given to the referee.  The roster shall include name and jersey number of eligible players for that game.  Each coach will further be responsible to report to the opposing coach any players that have been red-carded and are ineligible to play.  Refusal to exchange rosters will result in forfeiture.

Uniforms: Home teams will wear dark-colored jerseys, and dark socks and the visiting team will wear light colored jerseys and light sock.  Each jersey must have a number.  It is highly recommended that permanent numbers be assigned to each player.  Any changes in these 
numbers must be indicated on the roster and communicated to the opposing coach prior to the game.
4.144
Equipment: Shin guards are mandatory during conference games.  Game balls, A#5, FIFA approved, high quality, stitched or synthetic leather are required. The home team provides 
three (3) at the start of the game.  Home team shall provide water at the visiting team’s bench 
during the game.


4.145 
Game Postponements and Make-ups: Conference games are to be played under all weather conditions with no postponements for weather, unless playing conditions are unsafe for the competitors, as determined by the home administration, in which case the game may be postponed. The officials (or if there are no officials), the coaches by mutual consent shall 
have the authority at any time to terminate any game.  When a conference game has been postponed, it will be rescheduled as follows:

A.
Friday games will be made up on the following Wednesday, same location and time.

B.
Tuesday games will be made up on the following Monday, same location and time.

C.
During the last full week of conference play the make-up game will be played on the next available date.

D.
“If there are two cancellations in one week the Tuesday game will be made up the following Monday.  The Friday game will be made up the second Monday (10 days later) this will help avoid any team playing four games in one week.

Schedule Development: The Orange Empire Conference Representative for Women’s Soccer is responsible for developing the new schedule for approval.  No changes will be made in the adopted schedule without the approval of the Orange Empire Conference Commissioner.

4.147
Assignment of Officials: Officials will be assigned by the Commissioner or designee.  Three officials shall be assigned for each contest; one (1) referee and two (2) linesmen.  Games must be played if only one (1) official is present.

4.148
Payment of Officials: Officials shall be paid prior to the start of the game if officials are pre-assigned by the assignor.

4.149
Protest Procedures: Protests are not allowed that pertain to the outcome of the game score.  Protests are only allowed on issues having to do with use of ineligible players or non-compliance with supplement.  Forfeiture will occur with the use of an ineligible player.

4.150 
Championship Determination: A point system will be use.  Points will be awarded as follows for each Conference game: Three (3) points for a win; one (1) point for a tie, and zero (0) points for a loss.  No overtime will be played.

A.
The Conference Champion shall be the team that accumulates the most points in conference play.  Co-Champions will be declared if two or more teams are tied for first place.
B.
The Conference representatives to Regional competition shall be determined as follows:



1.
Head to head.



2.
Goal differential (between contesting schools).



3.
Team with fewest losses in the conference.



4.
Fewest goals allowed in conference play.



5.
Flip a coin.

4.151
All Conference Teams, Player of the Year, and Coach of the Year: The coaches will meet on the day after the last Conference game to select the All-Conference teams, Player of the Year, and Coach of the Year.
A.
All-Conference First and Second Teams: Each coach shall select the number of players from the team based on finish in conference.
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All teams tied would be equal to the highest number in standings for placement of athletes.

B.
The Athlete of the Year shall be nominated and elected on a separate (secret) Ballot 
before the All-Conference Team selections are made.  This athlete will not be included on the All-Conference teams.  One vote per college in attendance.

C.
The Coach of the Year shall be nominated and elected by the secret ballot.  One vote per college in attendance.
